Teachers will take temperatures of students prior to students entering classrooms.

Social Distancing While Entering Campus
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Transitional kindergarten and kindergarten students will arrive between 7:50 a.m.-8:00

a.m. Transitional kindergarten and kindergarten students will enter campus through the
kindergarten gate. Students in grades 1-5 arrive between 8:10-8:25 a.m. Students in grades 1-5
will enter the multipurpose room door, which will open at 8:10 a.m. Students will walk through
the multipurpose room and exit a nearby multipurpose room door on the other side of our
gate. Students will report directly to their classrooms. Teachers will take their temperature
when they enter their classroom each day. Students who arrive after 8:25 a.m. will report to
the office to get their temperature taken before reporting to class.

Our car line will function as it has in the past (right turn from Kavanagh Ave. to enter, right turn
from our parking lot onto Kavanagh Ave. to exit). Staff will direct cars to pull forward and guide
students in the right direction

Parents/community members won’t be permitted to gather in front of our school between the
office and multipurpose room. If parents are walking with their student(s) to school, as soon
their student(s) enter the kindergarten gate or the multipurpose room (depending on grade
level), they will leave campus. Additionally, there will be cones with a sign out front for parents
to stay behind the cones.

Social distancing signage is posted on campus, such as on our fences, and is visible.

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During School Hours

Social Distancing during Lunch/Recess/Breaks

Recess will be scheduled one grade-level at a time.

Students will practice social distancing to the best extent possible.

TUSD has suspended students’ use of all shared playground structures and equipment until
further notice.

Lunch will be “grab and go”. Students will progress through the lunch line in the multipurpose
room, socially distancing to the best extent possible. After receiving their lunch, they will exit
the multipurpose room and go to their designated class cone (will be color coded by grade
level) to prepare for dismissal.

Establish Restroom Procedures

Laminated signs in all student bathrooms for hand washing

Door of restrooms will be propped open

Guidelines and Recommendations for “no more than 3 students at a time in restrooms” (signs
on doors)

Wash hands after all restroom use; Sanitize hands when hand washing is not practicable.
There will be grade-level designated restrooms to reduce the number of students using each
restroom at the same time.

Social distancing markers will be placed outside of each student restroom

Establish Office Procedures

We strongly encourage families to utilize email & phone communication to the school
Office visitors must wear masks in the office to conduct business

Number of visitors in JES Office Lobby shall not exceed two (2) visitors.

There are social distancing markers for lines that may form outside the office

No birthday food/treats @ JES

Physical Distancing in the Classroom
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Students will be seated in rows with one directional seating.

Seating on a carpet, if utilized by a teacher, will be one directional—all students facing
forward—and contingent on available classroom space.

PE and Music will be conducted virtually via Microsoft Teams.

Protecting Self and Others

o TK-2" grade students should be escorted to the office by an adult.
o 3.5t grade students escort themselves to the office. An adult can assist, if needed.
e Our symptom room will be the Assistant Principal’s office. We also have nurse’s room to utilize,
if needed.
e At this time, parent volunteers and other visitors will not be permitted onto JES’s campus.

Sanitation Practices and Protocols

e Sanitize/Wash hands before & after lunch, restrooms, recess, library & computer lab visits
(teacher supervised)

e Teachers and other school staff will instruct and frequently remind students about the
importance of washing their hands. Signs regarding hand washing will be posted in student
restrooms.

e We will Follow TUSD Guidelines, and work with our Custodial staff to implement and sustain an
ongoing sanitization program.

After School Release of Students and Staff

Social Distancing during release time

Identify pick up and exit points with social distance parameters

e TK/K students will be dismissed at 11:00 a.m. Students in grades 1-3 will be dismissed at 11:25 a.m.
Students in grades 4-5 will be dismissed at 11:40 a.m. These staggered dismissal times will allow
adequate time for students to go through the grab and go lunch line and go through the dismissal
process.

e TK-3 students will enter the multipurpose room for their grab and go lunch. They will exit the
multipurpose room to go back on campus, around the stage, and line up in designated areas behind
our green gate. TK/K students will line up behind the kindergarten gate.

o Staff will have walkie talkies to communicate during parent pick up (car line and walking).

¢ School supervision assistants will help facilitate this process.

¢ When a student's car arrives, staff will communicate, and the student will be released to go to the
vehicle.

¢ Parents who walk to school to pick up their student(s) will communicate with a staff member. Staff will
communicate via walkie talkie, and the student(s) will be released from behind the gate to join their
parent(s).

e Students in 4th and 5th grade, when dismissed, will progress through the grab and go lunch line in the
multipurpose room. They will go through the same dismissal process as K-3. Some 4th and 5th grade
students walk home. They will check in with a staff member in the multipurpose room or at our gate
to let them know they are walking home.
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Parents/community members won’t be permitted to gather in front of our school between the office
and multipurpose room. If parents are walking with their student(s) from school, they will notify a staff
member and wait for their student(s), then immediately leave campus with them. There will be cones

with a sign out front for parents to stay behind the cones (same as when entering campus at the
beginning of the day).

Cleaning and Disinfection:

All trained TUSD employees will clean and disinfect commonly touched surfaces within school and on school busses, as
frequently and practicable throughout the day. When using air-conditioning, use the setting that brings in fresh air and
check air filters to ensure optimal air quality.

a. Ensure staff clean and disinfect frequently touched surfaces within school and on school busses daily and as
practicable throughout the day by trained staff

b. TUSD has suspended student use of all playground equipment until further notice

C. Use approved cleaning products intended to minimize exposure to COVID-19 by CDC (Centers for Disease
Control) and follow product instructions

d. Establish a cleaning and disinfectant schedule in order to avoid both under and overuse of cleaning products

e. Ensure safe and correct application of disinfectant and keep products away from students

f. Ensure proper ventilation during cleaning and disinfecting

g. All TUSD air conditioning units are equipped with economizers allowing 10%-20% outside fresh air depending on
outside temperatures. Fresh air from outside of the buildings replenishes the oxygen level and reduces the
carbon dioxide level in the room, helping to maintain good quality air.

h. TUSD uses high quality anti-microbial air filters with a MERV 9 rating to filter any particulates exiting the room to
avoid returning to the room. Air filters will be regularly checked for replacement as needed.

Cohorting:

TUSD Students will return to school within a Hybrid Model. The purpose of this instructional design serves to minimize
the numbers of students interacting in class, and at school:

a)

b)

Group A (student last name beginning with A-L) cohort shall attend in person learning on Mondays and Thursday
of each week. During weeks that do not have five student days so that half of the week’s days will be assigned
for cohort A to attend in person learning.

Group B (student last name beginning with M-Z) cohort shall attend in person learning on Tuesday and Friday of
each week. A calendar will be created for weeks that do not have five student days so that half of the week’s
days will be assigned for Group B to attend in person learning.

TUSD identified Wednesday (each week) for both Cohort A, and Cohort B to engage in distance learning. Thus,
Unit Members may perform all professional duties for both the in-person and distance learning. Teachers will
have the option to work from home on this day, including attendance at professional development and staff
meeting activities.
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d) TUSD suspended students’ use of all shared playground structures and equipment until further notice.

e) All shared classroom supplies will be limited and strongly discouraged.

Face Coverings and Other Essential Protective Gear:

COVID-19 Face Covering Quick Guide for TUSD Students

Face coverings may help reduce the spread of potentially infectious droplets within the community when combined with
physical distancing and hand washing.

Per California Department of Public Health (CDPH) guidance dated August 25th, 2020: Physical distancing, in
combination with the use of face coverings, decrease the risk of COVID 19 from respiratory droplets. Physical distancing
between adults must be maintained as much as possible, and adults and students must use face coverings at all times,
pursuant to the CDPH Schools Guidance. See the CDPH Guidance on Schools and School Based Programs (PDF) and Child
Care (PDF) for additional considerations regarding, face mask, meals, cleaning, drop off/pick up, and health screenings.

Face Coverings must be used in accordance with CDPH guidelines unless a person is exempt as explained below. Face
Coverings are particularly important in places such as indoor environments, on school buses, and areas where physical
distancing alone is not sufficient to help prevent disease transmission.

How to Use:

The San Joaquin County Department of Public Health encourages the public to wear a face covering over your nose and
mouth when you must be in public for essential activities (e.g., shopping at the grocery store). Face Coverings are for
those who cannot maintain a minimum of 6 feet distance with other people in their work environment and require little
to no interaction with the general public. Wearing a face covering does not eliminate the need to physically distance
yourself from others and to wash your hands frequently.

Cloth Face Covering Care:

Wash cloth face covering frequently, ideally after each use, or at least daily - Launder with detergent and hot water - Dry
on hot cycle - Wash your hands when putting on and removing your face covering and avoid touching your face.

Some examples of Face Coverings:
Homemade sewn cloth, Scarf, Tightly woven fabric, cloth mask, disposable mask, etc.

Per California Department of Education, at a minimum face covering should be worn:

. While waiting to enter the school campus.

. While on school grounds (except when eating or drinking).
. While leaving school

o While on a school bus

The following individuals are exempt from wearing a face covering per CDPH Guidance dated June 18, 2020
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ePersons younger than two years old. These very young children must not wear a face covering because of the risk of
suffocation.

ePersons with a medical condition, mental health condition, or disability that prevents wearing a face covering. This
includes persons with a medical condition for whom wearing a face covering could obstruct breathing or who are
unconscious, incapacitated, or otherwise unable to remove a face covering without assistance.

ePersons who are hearing impaired, or communicating with a person who is hearing impaired, where the ability to see
the mouth is essential for communication.

ePersons for whom wearing a face covering would create a risk to the person related to their work, as determined by
local, state, or federal regulators or workplace safety guidelines.

ePersons who are obtaining a service involving the nose or face for which temporary removal of the face covering is
necessary to perform the service.

ePersons who are seated at a restaurant or other establishment that offers food or beverage service, while they are
eating or drinking, provided that they are able to maintain a distance of at least six feet away from persons who are not
members of the same household or residence.

ePersons who are engaged in outdoor work or recreation such as swimming, walking, hiking, bicycling, or running, when
alone or with household members, and when they are able to maintain a distance of at least six feet from others.

Note: Persons exempted from wearing a face covering due to a medical condition who are employed in a job involving
regular contact with others should wear a non-restrictive alternative, such as a face shield with a drape on the bottom
edge, as long as their condition permits it.

**Face coverings are strongly encourage for young children between two years old and second grade, if they can be
worn properly. A face shield is an acceptable alternative for children in this cohort who cannot wear them properly.

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Health Screenings for Students and Staff:
All students will have their temperature checked upon entering their 1st period/homeroom class, daily.

Students with a temperature of less than 100.4 degrees will be permitted to enter the class and participate in live
instruction for the day.

Students with a temperature of 100.4 degrees or higher will be sent to the office in a quarantined area of the office to
be sent home.

a. Before students and staff come to school, they will need to conduct a self- check for signs and symptoms of
CoVID-19
b. Anyone who has been exposed to someone with COVID-19 in the past 14 days, has COVID-19

symptoms, or who is not feeling well should not go to the school site

C. Those who develop signs and symptoms throughout the day will be sent to an identified “sick room” when
feasible. The identified “sick room” should be an area in which others do not regularly pass, where symptomatic
individuals can remain until they can go home.

Healthy Hygiene Practices:

All schools will teach and reinforce washing hands, avoiding contact with one’s eyes, hands, and mouth, and covering
one's coughs and sneezes. Students and staff will have access to hand sanitizer throughout the school. The district will
require all staff and students to wear cloth face coverings/masks (unless an individual has a health/medical condition
that prohibits it, or other verifiable exemption reason), which are most essential when physical distancing is not
possible. Food Service workers and staff in routine contact with the public should use gloves and facial coverings.

a. All rooms with running water will have soap and paper towels available

b. Liquid hand sanitizer will be available in all rooms

C. Office space departments will have designated locations with hand sanitizer available

d. All hand sanitizer bottles will be refilled as needed

e. Cloth face coverings, masks, or face shields will be required (unless an individual had a health/medical condition

that prohibits it), especially when social distancing cannot easily be maintained such as indoor facilities, school
busses, or other settings where space may be insufficient

f. Information will be provided to all staff and families in the school community on proper use, removal, and
washing of cloth face coverings

g. Ensure adequate supplies of the following to support healthy hygiene behaviors, including soap, tissue, no touch
trash cans, face coverings, and hand sanitizers

h. Provide staff with face coverings

Identification and Tracing of Contacts:

Presenting Symptoms While on TUSD Campus:

When an employee or student becomes ill and/or symptomatic while on campus/district, he/she will immediately,
report to the sites dedicated health/isolation room and a school/district designee (see appendix A) will complete an
incident/case form.

Once the employee or student arrives at the health/isolation room, immediately provide them with a mask and gloves.
Explain that this is to help protect other employees and students and prevent the potential spread of the virus.

The designated staff member must complete the attached HANDOUT: TUSD suspected COVID 19 case/incident
form (appendix A). If medically safe, then direct the symptomatic individual to leave work, or call a
parent/family member to transport home, or follow up with their health care provider. The designated staff
member will determine if emergency services is to be called based on symptoms with the assistance of COVID-
19 Screening Flow Chart (appendix C).

The designated staff member and others attending to the symptomatic person is advised to wear personal
protective equipment (PPE) while attending to the person displaying symptoms.

The TUSD designated staff member will identify persons who may have come in close contact with the person
displaying symptoms on a TUSD site/campus with the TUSD Cohort log (appendix B). Unless required by the
local health authority, TUSD will maintain confidentiality, in accordance with State/Federal HIPAA and FERPA
compliance laws.

Individuals identified as a close contact (any individual within 6 feet for at least 15 minutes), with another
individual who has been diagnosed with, or is suspected to have COVID-19, will be notified that they may have
been exposed, using the attached letter (appendix D). Persons potentially exposed should follow current
guidelines and advice from the San Joaquin County Public Health Officer.

Human Resources staff will complete contact tracing protocols for staff members at risk of potential exposure to
CoVID-19.

b. TUSD will follow San Joaquin County Health Guidelines regarding testing of students and staff.
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Triggers for Switching to Distance Learning:

TUSD will follow all San Joaquin County Health Guidelines regarding triggers to switch to Distance Learning.
Criteria for closing a school

Individual school closure may be appropriate when:

e  Within a 14 Day period:
o The percentage of confirmed cases exceeds five (5) percent of the total number of teachers, students,
and/or staff members on site—depending on the size and physical layout of the school.
o The Local Health Officer may determine school closure is warranted for other reasons, including results from
public health investigation or other local epidemiological data.

Following a school closure, schools may reopen after a 14-day timeline—provided the following have occurred:
¢ Cleaning and disinfection

¢ Public health investigation

¢ Consultation with the local public health department

Criteria for closing the Tracy Unified School District

A superintendent should close a school district if 25% or more of schools in a district have closed due to COVID-19 within
14 days, and in consultation with the local public health department.

Following a school district closure, TUSD may reopen following a 14-day timeline, and consultation with the local public
health department.

Communication Plans:

How the superintendent/site principals will communicate with students, staff, and parents about cases and exposures at
the school, consistent with privacy requirements such as FERPA and HIPAA.

TUSD will utilize multiple methods of communication with students, staff and families such as: bimonthly informational
sessions, automated phone calls, email, social media, and personal outreach.

TUSD also maintains a COVID-19 webpage that provides current information for the public.

TUSD will send home a notification of COVID-19 Exposure Letter (consistent with privacy requirements) found in
Appendix D.

Guidance Amendment #6: 2020-2021 School Year Planning: A Guide to Address the
Challenges of COVID-19

On July 17, 2020, the California Department of Health (CDPH) released its COVID-19 and
Reopening In-Person Leaming Framework. The framework was developed to support school
communities in making decisions about when and how to resume in-person mstruction since
mid-March, when schools in San Joaquin County and the state closed campuses and began to
provide distance learning to reduce transmission of COVID-19.

The framework has been one of the gniding documents schools and school districts have
followed dunng the 2020-21 academic year as they have resumed in-person instruction as
allowed by the state. Schools have had options to resume in-person instruction, inchiding:

+ To provide instruction and specialized support services to small cohorts of students, such
as students with special needs;

+ Ifthey successfully applied for a waiver allowing resumption of in-person instruction for
students from transitional kindergarten through sixth grade;

+ [Ifa TE-12 school was located in a county that had been designated to be in the
Substantial (red) tier under California's Blueprint for a Safer Economy for two weeks.

The CDPH framework from July 17 includes guidance for schools open to in-person instruction
to follow when a confirmed COVID-19 case, suspected COVID-19 case, or exposure to COVID-
19 is identified among students or school employees.

The San Joaquin County Office of Education (STCOE) is issuing this December 2, 2020,
Guidance Amendment #6 to the 2020-2021 School Year Planning: A Guide to Address the
Challenges of COVID-19 to provide clarification and guidance for schools in San Joaquin
County to follow when confirmed or suspected COVID-19 cases are idenfified in a school
commumity. Guidance Amendment #6 was approved by the San Joaquin County Public Health
Officer.

The steps schools in San Joaguin County should follow are outlined in the San Joagquin County
Public Health Services (SICPHS) School Resource grid to provide specific guidance based on
the CDPH framework. The guidance document updates and replaces previous COVID-19
response flowcharts. For reference, the Replaced COVID-10 Flowcharts are available online.

The school planning document for San Joaquin County — 2020-2021 School Year Planning: 4
Guide to Address the Challenges of COVID-19 — was developed by the SICOE and SICPHS
collaboration with superintendents from the county’s 14 school districts before 1ts release on June

Este documento sirve como un conjunto de precauciones que debe seguir cada escuela de TUSD si volvemos a
abrir con el Modelo Hibrido. El director de cada plantel escolar estd actualmente finalizando los planes
operativos actualizados que son especificos para su plantel.

Limpieza Y desinfeccion: cémo se limpiardn y desinfectardn periédicamente las superficies
compartidas y cdmo se minimizard el uso de elementos compartidos.

Todos los empleados capacitados de TUSD limpiaran y desinfectaran las superficies que se tocan cominmente dentro de
la escuela y en los autobuses escolares, con tanta frecuencia como sea posible durante el dia. Se suspenderd el uso de
equipos de juegos compartidos hasta nuevo aviso. Cuando se use aire acondicionado, use la configuracidn que trae aire
fresco y revise los filtros de aire para asegurar una calidad de aire 6ptima.

a. Asegurarse de que el personal capacitado durante el dia limpie y desinfecte las superficies que se tocan con
frecuencia dentro de la escuela y autobuses escolares diariamente y como sea posible.

b. Las estructuras de juego del patio de recreo compartidas se suspenderan hasta nuevo aviso.

C. Elija productos de limpieza que estén aprobados por los centros de control de Enfermedades (CDC por sus siglas
en inglés) para el uso contra COVID-19 y siga las instrucciones del producto

d. Establezca  un programa de limpieza y desinfeccidn para evitar el uso insuficiente y excesivo de los productos de
limpieza.

e. Garantizar la aplicacion segura y correcta de desinfectantes y mantener los productos fuera del alcance de los
estudiantes

f. Asegure una ventilacion adecuada durante la limpieza y desinfeccion.

g. Todas las unidades de aire acondicionado de TUSD estan equipadas con economizadores que permiten la
entrada de un 10% y un 20% de aire fresco del exterior, dependiendo de la temperatura exterior. El aire fresco
del exterior de los edificios repone el nivel de oxigeno y reduce el nivel de diéxido de carbono en el salén, lo que
ayuda a mantener un aire de buena calidad.

h. TUSD utiliza filtros de aire antimicrobianos de alta calidad con una clasificacidon MERV 9 para filtrar cualquier
particula que salga de los salones y evitar que regrese a ellos. Los filtros de aire se revisaran periédicamente
para reemplazarlos segun sea necesario.

Cohorte/Agrupamiento: como los estudiantes se mantendrdn en grupos pequefios y estables con asistencia fija
gue permanecen juntos durante todas las actividades (por ejemplo, instruccion, almuerzo, recreo) y minimizan /
evitan el contacto con otros grupos o individuos que no forman parte de dicho grupo.
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TUSD implementara un modelo hibrido para asegurar que grupos pequefos de estudiantes:

a) Grupo A (apellido de los estudiantes que comienza con A-L) asistirdn al aprendizaje en persona los lunes y
jueves de cada semana. Se creara un calendario para las semanas que no tengan cinco dias habiles para los
estudiantes, de modo que la mitad de los dias de la semana se asignardn para que el grupo A asista al
aprendizaje en persona.

como se cumpliran y hardn cumplir los requisitos de cubrimiento facial del Departamento de Salud Publica de California
(CDPH por sus siglas en inglés).

Guia rapida de cobertura facial COVID-19 para estudiantes de TUSD

Cubrirse la cara puede ayudar a reducir la propagacidn de gotitas potencialmente infecciosas dentro de la comunidad
cuando se combina con el distanciamiento fisico y el lavado de las manos.

Segun la guia del Departamento de Salud Publica de California (CDPH por sus siglas en inglés) con fecha del 25 de agosto
del 2020: El distanciamiento fisico, en combinacién con el uso de cubiertas faciales, disminuye el riesgo de COVID 19 a
través de gotitas respiratorias. La distancia fisica entre las personas debe mantenerse tanto como sea posible, los
adultos y los estudiantes siempre deben usar cubiertas para la cara, de acuerdo con la guia escolar del CDPH.

Como usar:

El Departamento de Salud Publica del Condado de San Joaquin alienta al publico a cubrirse la nariz y la boca con una
mdscara/tapabocas cuando deba estar en publico para realizar actividades esenciales (por ejemplo, comprar en el
supermercado). Las cubiertas faciales/mascarillas son para aquellos que no pueden mantener una distancia minima de 6
pies con otras personas en su entorno de trabajo y requieren poca o ninguna interaccion con el publico. El uso de una
cubierta facial/mascarilla no elimina la necesidad de distanciarse fisicamente de los demds y de lavarse las manos con
frecuencia.

Cuidado del cubrimiento facial de tela/mascarillas de tela:

Lavarse la cara con frecuencia usando una toallita idealmente después de cada uso o al menos una vez al dia - Lavar con
detergente y agua caliente - Secar en ciclo caliente - Ldvese las manos al poner y quitar la mdscara/mascarilla y evite
tocarse la cara.

Personas que estén sentadas en un restaurante u otro establecimiento que ofrezca servicio de alimentos o
bebidas, mientras comen o beben, siempre que puedan mantener una distancia de al menos seis pies de
personas que no sean miembros del mismo hogar o residencia.

* Personas que realizan trabajo o recreacién al aire libre, como nadar, caminar, escalar, montar en bicicleta o
correr, cuando estdn solas o con miembros del hogar y cuando pueden mantener una distancia de al menos seis
pies de los demas.

Nota: Las personas exentas de usar una cubierta facial debido a una condicién médica que estén empleadas en un
trabajo que implique contacto regular con otras personas deben usar una alternativa no restrictiva, como un protector
facial con una cortina en el borde inferior, siempre que su la condicién lo permita.

Guidance Amendment #6: 2020-2021 School Year Planning: A Guide to Address the
Challenges of COVID-19

On July 17, 2020, the California Department of Health (CDPH) released its COVID-19 and
Reopening In-Person Leaming Framework., The framework was developed to support school
communities in making decisions about when and how to resume in-person instruction since
mid-March, when schools in San Joagquin County and the state closed campuses and began to
provide distance learning to reduce transmission of COVID-19.

The framework has been one of the guiding docuwments schools and school districts have
followed during the 2020-21 academic year as they have resumed in-person instruction as
allowed by the state. Schools have had options to resume n-person instruction, inchuding:

* To provide instruction and specialized support services to small cohorts of students, such
as students with special needs;

s [Ifthey successfully applied for a waiver allowing resumption of in-person instruction for
students from transitional kindergarten through sixth grade;

e [Ifa TE-12 school was located in a county that had been designated to be in the
Substantial (red) tier under California’s Blueprint for a Safer Economy for two weeks.

The CDPH framework from July 17 includes guidance for schools open to in-person instruction
to follow when a confirmed COVID-19 case, suspected COVID-12 case, or exposure to COVID-
19 is identified among students or school employees.

The San Joaquin County Office of Education (SJCOE) is issuing this December 2, 2020,
Guidance Amendment #6 to the 2020-2021 School Year Planning: A Guide to Address the
Challenges of COVID-19 to provide clarification and guidance for schools in San Joagquin
County to follow when confirmed or suspected COVID-19 cases are identified in a school
community. Guidance Amendment #6 was approved by the San Joaguin County Public Health
Officer.

The steps schools in San Joaquin County should follow are outlined in the San Joaguin County
Public Health Services (SICPHS) School Resource grid to provide specific guidance based on
the CDPH framework. The guidance document updates and replaces previous COVID-19
response flowcharts. For reference, the Replaced COVID-12 Flowcharts are available online.

The school planning document for San Joagquin County — 2020-2021 School Year Planning: A
Guide to Address the Challenges of COVID-19 -- was developed by the STCOE and SICPHS in
collaboration with superintendents from the county’s 14 school districts before its release on June

Public Health Officer, the document was based on the best available information about COVID-

19 in the county at the time of its development and publication The guidance in the document
was subject to revision as circumstances related to COVID-19 changed.
